AA SCREENING DETERMINATION
of

North City Arterial Main, Site Investigations Phase 3, Co. Dublin.

In accordance with Article 6(3) of the EU Habitats Directive (Directive 92/43/EEC) and Regulation 42(1)
of the European Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats) Regulations 2011 as amended, Uisce
Eireann has undertaken Appropriate Assessment screening to assess, in view of best scientific
knowledge and the conservation objectives of the site, if the project, individually or in combination
with other plans or projects is likely to have a significant effect on European Site(s).

The scope of works involves Phase 3 site investigations (SI) to consist of 31 trail holes/trail pits from
the junction of Watermill road and James Larkin road to Bayside Boulevard street and along Kilbarrack
road to Naomh Barrdg GAA club in Co. Dublin. These SI will consist of cutting through the
tarmac/pavement and digging a trench. Typical dimensions for the Sl can range from 0.6-1.5m wide x
1.5-6m long, with a depth of between 2-3m as required. These works will inform future installation of
the North City Arterial Main.
